Checklist

Pre Sign for the Event - Get signed up for 
the event online at bmxcanada.org and verify 
your registration via the emailed reciept sent 
immediatly after registering.

Know the Event Schedule - The event Ad 
will answer many questions about the event 
including practice times, race times and Park-
ing/Camping information.

Check your Motos - Once Motos are posted 
on motos.bmxcanada.org check to make sure 
your bike number and sponsor are correct. 
Note your Moto Number and Gates to easily 
navigate staging.

Prepare to Race - Arrive to staging at least 
30 motos in advance to have plenty of time 
before your lap. Staging volunteers will be 
located at the bottom and top of the starting 
hill to guide you into your chute and gate. 

Hydrate and Stay Fueled - National days can 
be long, make sure you’re staying hydrated 
and eating nutritious meals to put your fastest 
foot forward.

Trophy Slips - Crossing the line in your main 
event, classes with more than eight riders will 
pick up their trophy slips at the finishline while 
total point classes can pick up their slip at the 
total points table infront of the BMX Canada 
Registration Window. 

Awards - BMX Canada offers two types of 
awards, Saver Stamps to be used at BMX 
Vendors and Trophies which can be claimed 
infront of the BMX Canada Registration 
Window.

First-Time National BOGO: 	
	 Take advantage of the Buy One, Get One 	
	 (BOGO) offer by pre-signing online and 	
	 claiming your free entry at the window.

On-Site Registration:
	 If you didn’t pre-register, you can still sign 	
	 up on race day. Just locate the BMX 
	 Canada Registration window at the venue 
	 to complete your registration. Be sure to 	
	 arrive early to allow enough time for the 	
	 process.

Vendor and Sponsor: 
	 Explore the latest BMX gear, apparel, and 		
	 accessories. Many vendors offer special 		
	 deals and exclusive products at national 		
	 events.

Bike Support: 
	 National events always have bike support 		
	 available at the bike shop vendor booths. 		
	 If you need repairs, adjustments, or spare 		
	 parts, experienced mechanics are ready to 		
	 assist.
